INVENTORY AND DESCRIPTION OF THE OBJECTS BELONGING TO THE JEW MICHELE 
VALABREGA PLACED IN THE LODGING OWNED BY THE CERIANA SISTERS AND LOCATED IN 

TURIN ON THE THIRD FLOOR OF VIA PO #25

In the year 1944, on the 10th of June, I, the undersigned, Pietro Rotolo, representing the Insti-
tute of San Paolo of Turin, by virtue of the decree of the head of the province of Turin (Div. Gab. 
1181) of 12th May 1944, carried out the inventory of the objects found in the lodging formerly 
inhabited by the Jew Michele Valabrega. The lodging is owned by the Ceriana sisters, and located 
in Turin on the third floor of #25 Via Po.

Since this lodging had been sealed by the Commissariat of Public Security, Section Dora, I re-
quested the presence of Deputy Brigadier Eugenio Capone and Mr Carlo Valle from the Revenue 
Office, and we proceeded to remove the seals from the entrance to the lodging.

SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE ACCOMMODATION

The lodging, situated on the third floor of #25 Via Po in Turin, is part of a magnificent four-sided 
brick and stone building dating back to ancient times, and owned by the Ceriana sisters. It is a 
building with conventional features, including a stone staircase with a wooden handrail without 
a bannister, and a balcony around the inner courtyards (three) with an iron railing.

From the staircase on the left of the atrium, there is access to an L-shaped balcony. At the end 
of one of the two sides of the balcony, a small closed iron door with a lock gives access to the 
second side, at the end of which another low iron door with a broken lock divides the two rooms 
of the balcony itself. A French window, half unhinged, and with broken glass, gives access to the 
living quarters which are composed of three communicating rooms. The first is used as a dining 
room, the second is used as a kitchen, and the third as a bedroom. The second and third rooms 
overhang the second courtyard of the house, one with one window and the other with two.

The decor of the house is mixed, and the ceiling of the living quarters in the various rooms is flat. 
The walls are not papered. The first and second rooms are paved with cement tiles (all broken 
in the second room), and the third with terracotta tiles.

The toilet is shared with other apartments on the same floor on the staircase at the end of the 
balcony.

The state of maintenance of the house is reasonable, and the accommodation has some broken 
glass due to recent enemy air raids. The windows are also in a poor state of repair, and do not 
close properly.
